· Flooding and water quality / Flood Plain Maps 
· Poorly conceived development and incompatible re-zoning negatively impacting public schools, traffic congestion, quality of life, etc.

· Respect and ensuring existing deed restrictions, covenants, neighborhood plans, and single-family zoning is respected, upheld and strengthened under any proposed code changes.
· Ensuring parks, community gardens and open spaces are set aside in proportion to added living units. Maintenance of Green Belts   Sector 8 - like much of the rest of Austin, is park-poor. Recent bond passed so we will see.  Park Survey asking for input 
· Crime - both property crime and violent crime
· Garbage, trash and refuse.  Refuse all along its roads, in creeks, streams and drainage areas, under overpasses, and in green spaces

· Increase homeless in SW and South Austin community. Creating a risk of wildfire, violent encounters, bio-hazards, and other public safety issues.

District 8 is at an elevated risk of fire. To find out the risk of wildfire in your area, visit ATXfire.com to access the Austin Fire Department’s Wildfire Risk Map and Wildfire Protection Plan. City Council District’s 2 and 8 have the most underserved communities in the City of Austin in terms of Fire and EMS response times: Travis Country and Berdoll Farms. This is a critical public safety issue in these two communities. The City of Austin has set an aggressive timeline and promised to address this shortfall within 3 years in these two underserved areas. In addition to these, there are three other areas in Austin identified as in critical need of new Fire/EMS stations.
